Cou. Drossman said zoning board would like to re visit Ord. 2006-04 and 2019- 03.  These 

involve keeping properties maintained and right of ways. (requiring residents to maintain the 

right of way). Solicitor will look at these issues. Cou. Drossman also brought up issue of getting 

some prohibitive language for potential night clubs in the village.  Solicitor will look into this 

also. 

Cou. Grieger is still looking into getting help from the county for roads. 

PUBLIC CONCERNS: 

Resident asked about brush pickup. 

Mayor asked solicitor about weed cutting for overgrown property.  Solicitor said our ordinance 

allows us to cut the grass/weeds.  If there is an issue with an angry resident, he suggests having 

law enforcement stand by. 

Resident said a shelf at the little library is wet and books are being destroyed.  Mayor said he 

will have our guys look at it.
